“ Let your conduct be without covetousness; be content with such
things as you have. For He Himself has said, "I will never leave you
nor forsake you." So we may boldly say:"The Lord is my helper, I will
not fear. What can man do to me?" Hebrews 13:5-6

is to be learned. The apostle Paul said of his state, Not that I speak
in regard to need, for I have learned in whatever state I am, to be con-
tent: I know how to be abased, and I know how to abound.

Perhaps
we are not always as content as Paul was because we do not fully re-
alize the depth of this promise. God said that He will never leave us
or forsake us. This means that every attribute of God is there for
our behalf. Every Christian enjoys all of His love, all of His mercy,
and all of His care. God has absolutely no partiality toward any one
Christian. So this means that all of His power is there to help in
times of need; there is nothing you can ask for that He cannot pro-
vide. There is nothing living in this world or the next which can pre-
vent God from keeping His promise. Even in our death, God will
never, ever leave us. Since God is for us, why would we fail to be
content?
